Ambassador Londo

2 oz tequila
2-4 0z orange juice
Dash of syrup (or sugar)

Build in glass with ice. Garnish with orange
slice.

Border Crossing

1 Y% oz tequila

2 tsp lime juice

1 tsp lemon juice
4 0z cola

Build in tall ice filled glass. Garnish with lime.

Fruits of the Desert

1 Y% oz tequila

% oz triple sec

2 0z grapefruit juice
1 tsp sugar

Shake and pour into ice filled glass. Garnish
with cherry.

Wild Thing

1 Y2 0z tequila

% 0z lime juice

1oz cranberry juice

2 0z club soda or lemon lime soda
1 tsp sugar

Build in ice filled glass. Garnish with cherry.

Chapala

4 parts Gold Tequila (2 0z)

1 part Triple Sec (1/2 0z)

4 parts fresh orange juice (2 0z)
2 parts fresh lime juice (1 0z)

1 part grenadine (1/2 0z)

Combine all ingredients in a cocktail shaker
and shake well. Pour into a chilled highball
glass half-filled with cracked ice and stir.

Frozen Matador

4 parts Gold Tequila (2 0z)

4 parts pineapple juice (2 0z)
1 part fresh lime juice (1/2 0z)
Lime slice

Combine all ingredients, except lime slice,
with one half cup of cracked ice in blender.
Blend until smooth. Garnish with lime slice.

Grapeshot

4 parts Gold Tequila (2 0z)
1 part white Curacao (1 0z)
3 parts white grape juice (1 ¥2 0z)

Combine all ingredients with cracked ice in a
cocktail shaker. Shake well and strain into
chilled cocktail glass.

Matador

4 parts Gold Tequila (2 0z)

1 part Triple Sec (1/2 0z)

6 parts pineapple juice (3 0z)
2 parts fresh lime juice (1 0z)

Combine all ingredients with cracked ice in a
cocktail shaker. Shake well and strain into
chilled sour glass.



Cacao trees are classified as Theobroma cacao . (Food of the gods) Aztec Indian legend said that cacao seeds were
brought from Paradise and that wisdom and power was gained from eating them

A perennial that yields several harvests annually, it was first cultivated in South America, introduced into Europe during
the 16th century and today grown chiefly in western Africa. The average cacao tree is about 20 feet high, has shiny
leaves as long as 12 inches and small pink flowers on the trunk and older branches. Only about 30 of the 6000 annual
blossoms eventually bear seeds. Commonly called cocoa beans, the seeds are surrounded by a yellow or reddish-
brown pod up to 12 inches long. The seed pods grow directly off the branches and the trunk. Each pod holds 30-50
seeds —enough to make 7 milk chocolate or 2 dark chocolate bars.

The processing of the cacao seeds, better known as cocoa beans, is quite complex. The seeds are not sweet. They
contain caffeine and theobromine making them bitter to the taste. Fermenting the fruit harvest takes 3 to 9 days, during
which the heat dries the seeds and turns them brown. The enzymes activated by fermentation bring out the chocolate
flavor. The beans are then dried in the sun and cleaned in special machines before they are roasted. Roasting loosens
the outer shell which separates the cocoa bean shell from its center or "nib". The nib is the source of the cocoa and
chocolate products. The nibs are milled, a grinding process that transforms them into an unsweetened chocolate
“liquor". The liquor contains 50-55% cocoa butter and is the basis of chocolate products. Cocoa butter is produced by
extracting it from the chocolate liquor. The remains are a solid mass called "press cake". Cocoa powder is made by pul-
verizing the press cake.

Cocoa has a high food value, containing as much as 20% protein, 40% carbohydrate, and 40% fat. Having a high pro-
portion of fat in the bean kernels (cocoa butter) makes it a useful product to use in medications, cosmetics and soaps.
The beans are sold in international markets. African countries harvest about two-thirds of the total world output; Most of
the remainder comes from South American countries, mainly Brazil and Ecuador. Annual world consumption of cocoa
beans averages approx. 600,000 tons. Americans spend $13 billion a year on chocolate. They average eating 12
pounds per person per year
