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Welcome to the House of Night, the Vampyre Finishin g School.

In a departure from her usual erotic fantasy, P.C. Cast joins with her daughter Kristin to create a new and unique world
of vampyres, starting in Tulsa, Oklahoma.

Vampyres are not created by the clichéd exchange of blood, they are the result of
the mysterious reactivation of junk DNA strands. In Marked, the first of five (so far)
books in the “House of Night” series, we are introduced to Zoey Montgomery, a
student at Broken Arrow South Intermediate High School, whose greatest concern
is the geometry test tomorrow and her almost-ex-boyfriend, Heath. That is until
she is Marked by the vampyre Tracker one day after school and becomes a vam-
pyre fledgling.

Zoey must enter the Tulsa House of Night, to be surrounded by adult vampyres
who have completed the Change, or she will not survive. She will sicken and die,
drowning in her own blood. Of course, there is no guarantee that she will survive
the Change even then. Zoey’'s mother has remarried an Elder of the People of
Faith, the almost obligatory stereotypical narrow-minded Christian sect. When her
‘step-loser’ discovers that she has been Marked, he tries locking Zoey in her room
while summoning a group of other Elders to pray the sinfulness out of her. Zoey
runs away to her Cherokee grandmother’s lavender farm for love and support.
Once at the farm, in her dizziness and semi-delirium, she falls and hits her head.
Zoey is then granted a divine visitation from Nyx, the Goddess of the vampyres,
the personification of Night. Nyx explains that Zoey is to be special, chosen of Nyx
to be her eyes, ears and hands in the world to shape the changes that are coming.

Zoey's grandmother, Sylvia Redbird, takes Zoey to the Tulsa House of Night, where Zoey meets Neferet, the High
Priestess and Headmistress. Zoey's Mark has gone from the usual fledgling crescent outline to the filled in sapphire blue
crescent of an adult vamp. Neferet becomes Zoey's mentor and introduces Zoey to her new lifestyle and school. Zoey
quickly bonds with her new roommate Stevie Rae, and her friends. She also meets Aphrodite, an arrogant Barbie-clone
who is the current head of the Dark Daughters and Sons, and High Priestess in training. Zoey discovers that Aphrodite is

doing things a Priestess of Nyx should not. In setting out to begin some of the changes Nyx is guiding her to, Zoey dis-
covers new powers within herself and her friends.

She doesn’t have to worry about geometry anymore, just the fate of the world and the future of the vampyres within it.
What more could a teenage girl hope for?
