Shortly after the Apple iPad was announced, there were several blog postings and articles about how the iPad resem-
bled a PADD, a prop used in several Star Trek television series and movies. PADD stands for Portable Access and Dis-
play Device. The PADD was used mostly as an e-reader and computer access device, which are also things an Apple
iPad can do with the right apps. In fact, according to the authors of the Star Trek: The Next Generation Technical Manu-
al, a properly configured PADD could access a starship's flight controls and actually fly a starship.

There were several Star Trek-themed iPad apps
released by and for Star Trek fans. The most re-
cent app was called Star Trek PADD for iPad.
This app was basically an electronic Star Trek
encyclopedia, containing information from the
Star Trek television series (including the animat-
ed Star Trek) and movies. The app displayed the
information using the TV prop PADD's interface,
along with various control beep and click effects
from the shows and movies.

The PADD app is a fun way to look up all sorts of

Star Trek information, including cast and crew

details, episode listings, character biographies,

and technical details about ship and gadgets.

The app, however, has an "unfinished" feel to it.

Several of the entries for various things, such as

"Tricorder," do not have picture. Also, the app is

constantly playing Star Trek sound effects, even

when the app is open but not being actively used.

A mute option would be nice to quiet the app down sometimes.

At $4.99 the PADD app is inexpensive entertainment, and | did download and install it. While it is fun to look up Star Trek
information via a virtual Star Trek interface, the PADD app won't totally replace my collection of Star Trek reference
books. I'm one of those old-fashioned types that still enjoys the feel of a paper-based book in my hands.

| also have another Star Trek-themed iPad app called LCARS
Clock. This is a clock and alarm app that displays its information in
the Star Trek: Next Generation and Deep Space Nine and Voyager
control panel interface style. If you push a button in the app a Star

Trek-like computer voice will announce the time.
