Please remember to drink plenty of fluids, eat a good meal before donating, and try to increase your iron intake before
donating blood. We have had 3 successful blood drives and would like to continue this tradition!

Our blood drive is inspired by the "Pay it Forward" philosophy of
Robert Heinlein and the Heinlein Society's blood drives. There are
two ways to sign up to donate. You may sign up online, following the
instructions below or sign up at the convention.

Each year, thousands of lowa residents give selflessly of themselves
by making a blood donation. Through this simple act, donors create
the vital link between life-giving blood and the hospital patient who
needs it. Every two seconds, someone, somewhere needs blood and
the rarest type is the one not on the shelf when a patient needs it. At
The Blood Center of lowa, we strive to help these people every day;
therefore we need donors every day. We need neighbors helping
neighbors and people who want to make an impact on a local level.
The Blood Center of lowa is an independent, nonprofit, federally li-
censed organization providing blood and blood products to 46 hospi-
tals in 44 counties across lowa. For more than 45 years, The Blood

Center has relied on charitable community members to volunteer
their time and blood in order to maintain an adequate blood supply for our cities, families, neighbors — maybe even you.
38% of the US population is eligible to donate blood, but only 10% do. You can not get AIDS or any other disease from
donating blood. About 1 in 7 people hospitalized needs blood.

Scheduling your donation has never been easier! The Blood Center of lowa has developed an easy-to-use web tool for
scheduling appointments for upcoming blood drives. Please be reminded that you may only give blood every 56 days
and must be in good general health.

Enter your first and last names, blood type (if known) and daytime phone number (include area code).
Save your profile.
Schedule a donation.
Continue to blood drive.
Select an available time.
Confirm your appointment.
Log out of the web site.

Donors will receive two e-mail messages generated by the Blood Center of lowa. One will be to confirm your appoint-
ment. The other email will be automatically generated three days before the blood drive to remind you of your scheduled
appointment time.

Rescheduling your Appointment

If you need to change or cancel your appointment simply return to www.bloodcenterofiowa.org and select 'Find a Mobile
Drive.' You then select "Appointment History" and will be prompted to enter your email address and date of birth. Your
original appointment time will then be listed with the opportunity to cancel or change an appointment. Click on the blood
drive date and you will be asked to cancel or reschedule your donation. Click on "cancel appointment”. You will then
have the opportunity to reschedule your appointment if desired.
